Before using the coffee machine for the first time, please check if it has power (press the button once to
display the battery level). When the battery level shows 11 bar, please fully charge it before use.

Then the battery voltage us to low to start the work, the white indicator light will turn on and blink for three
times before shitting down, You can use it again after charging.

Before each use, make sure there is water in the tank, do not use the device with an empty water tank as it
